3. At four minutes, observe results on the reactive
pad. Placing the pad on a white background
may make reading the results easier.

4. Development of a distinct colored line across
the reactive pad indicates the presence of
alcohol greater than 0.02% Blood Alcohol
Concentration (BAC). No line indicates a
negative result. Results obtained after more
than 5 minutes are invalid.

5. Positive results must be confirmed within 30
minutes by a Breath Alcohol Machine operated
by a certified Breath Alcohol Technician.
